Instructional Resources are a key ingredient for classroom
instruction and enrichment. They provide supplemental materials
teachers can refer to when they put together lesson plans or
homework assignments. They might include on-line reading
materials or pointers to Web sites for students who want to know more. Edusoft
makes it easy to view standards-based resources published by the district.

The Edusoft Resource Bank assists districts in centralizing and managing
current resources as well as resources they may acquire in the future.

Top level and subfolders appear in
alphabetical order. The curriculum plans in each folder also appear in alphabetical
order.

Adding resources to a plan

As you create a curriculum plan, you can add suggestions for instructional resources
that teachers can use to enrich the classroom experience. Resources can include lesson
plans, activities, practice exercises, teaching aids, professional development, or other
instructional materials. They can refer to books, web sites, or other materials, such as
classroom handouts.

You can add resources that are already available in your Resource Bank (they have
been created and aligned for your district) or create them specifically for a plan. Once
you create a resource, however, it goes into your Resource Bank and is available to
other district users for instructional tools or curriculum plans. Within a curriculum
plan, resources can add tremendous value because they point teachers to teaching
materials that have already been screened and aligned to the standards and content
being covered in the classroom.

Adding existing resources to a plan

When you add resources from the Resource Bank, you start by selecting a standards
group, a subject, and a grade level. You can then view any resources that have been
aligned for a specific standard.

alphabetically by resource type. The types are listed in this order: lesson plans,
activities, practice, teaching aids, professional development, or other.

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Editing a curriculum plan

After you create a curriculum plan, you can easily edit the plan to add or remove
assessments, documents, standards, and resources. You might, for example, start with
a series of curriculum plans that contain just scope and sequence or pacing information,
and have schools, subject matter experts, or grade level committees edit them. Or, you
might copy a previous term’s curriculum plans and edit them for the coming term.

Note: Resources are listed in alphabetical order by type. This means that if you add
resources to a plan, you’ll see them listed in correct order, not at the end of a plan.

To edit a curriculum plan:
1 Click the Curriculum tab, and then click the link or icon for Curriculum Locker.

2 In the Curriculum Locker, select a folder, and then select a curriculum plan. Click Edit
to edit the plan.

You can also click the Edit button on the plan’s View Curriculum Plan page. The Edit
Curriculum Plan page is identical to the Create Curriculum Plan page.

Administrators can add resources that are aligned to state standards or resources that
are not aligned to any standards. Teachers can view and use the resources that the
administrators have created in instructional tools and curriculum plans or by browsing
the Resource Bank.

When you view resources, you start by selecting a subject and course or grade level,
then you select a specific standard and view the items in the Resource Bank that are
associated with it. If your Resource Bank contains items that are not aligned to a
standard, you can view them as well.
